




FOREWORD

Budget expenditures are important tools of the government in implementing
public responsibilities.  Budget allocation for the fiscal year 2011 reflects the direction of
the government administration which follows the philosophy of a sufficiency economy,
especially the strategic result-based budgeting which connects operations of government
offices, state enterprises and other state agencies as efficient and systematic integration
to achieve the government policy framework on the principles of transparency, fairness,
economizing and efficiency.

This edition of “Thailand's Budget in Brief” intends to summarize the main feature
of the B.E. 2554 (A.D. 2011) Budget Act which serves as plans for disbursing the country's
funds and managing the government's monetary and fiscal policies and disseminate this
important information to the people.  This publication is a compilation of important and
detailed contents from various volumes of budget documents to present an overall picture of
the budget allocation from different perspectives and to make it clear, easy to understand
and convenient for further study and research.  It contains of four parts:

We hope that this "Thailand's Budget in Brief" will be helpful to government agencies,
the parliament, academic community, the general public and those who are interested in the
budgeting policy.

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Part I
Highlights of the FY 2011 Budget

1. Economic outlook for FY 2011

Thailand's economy in 2010 is expected to expand at the rate of 7.0 to 7.5 per cent
and the inflation rate of 3.0 to 3.5 per cent.  Factors contributing to a continued economic
recovery include the recovery of world's economy, especially those of Asia's new trading
partners whose recoveries are stronger than earlier forecast.  These lead to a return of
higher growth rates for exports of goods and services along with tourism.  Domestic
spendings indicate a higher rising trend from that of the previous year and diversify
among various sectors.  Private sector's spendings improve as a result of a continued
increase in farmers' incomes which, inturn, reflect a strong improvement in commodity
prices in the world market.  In addition, increases in manpower hiring and imports of
machineries signify a rising trend of investments in the private sector.  Apart from these,
they also result from the stimulating effects of the public sector's spendings from the
disbursements under the government's Thailand: Invest for Strength to Strength 2012
which continue to give a desirable result.  Meanwhile, external economic stability remains
favorable, international reserves are maintained at a high level along with a low level of
external debts and a surplus in the current account balance.  However, an internal stability
begins to show a sign of a tightening labor market and a pressure to increase the
inflation rate from the economic expansion and the higher costs of raw materials.  Cautionary
factors in managing the 2010's macro economy include risks from the internal political
situation and vulnerability of the world's economic recovery which could affect business
confidence, tourism, consumption and investment.  In addition, the economy might be under
pressure from the inflation resulting from the volatility of oil prices in the world market
along with the appreciation in value of the baht and the rising interest rate.

For the year 2011, Thailand's economy is expected to expand at the rate of 3.5
to 4.5 per cent and inflation rate of 2.0 to 3.0 per cent.  The major economic impetus will be
from the export growth resulting from the improved world economy.  Additionally, the
government's economic stimulus measures during the past two years have contributed to
continued increases in consumption and employment.  These two principal factors play
a major role in solidifying the economic recovery.  The increase in manufacture capacity
utilization leads to mobilization of investment funds from domestic and international
sources of capital to accelerate investments in the country's basic infrastructure.  This
contributes to a continued improvement in the economic confidence among consumers
and investors.  However in 2011, the risks that have to be taken into consideration
include exchange rates which could affect price competitiveness of Thai exports and
inflation caused by the volatility of oil prices along with the rise in interest rates causing
increases in consumption and investment costs.
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2. The FY 2011 Budget Policy

Direction in managing the macro economy in FY 2011 involves the government's
priority in supporting the sustainable economic growth along with the fiscal sustainablility
under the sufficiency economy philosophy as the core in development and distribution
of resources of the country.  Therefore, in managing expenditures of the public sector, the
government will adhere to the policy on achieving the operating targets, transparency,
efficiency, and risk aversion in order to implement the government's policies leading to
the direct benefits for the people.  In preparing the FY 2011 budget, the government has set
the following budget policy:

1. The deficit budget policy will be adopted with a consideration on the fiscal
sustainability to maintain the continued economic expansion.

2. The government will improve managerial efficiency with the aim to reduce
public spendings.

3. The government agencies will be urged to redeploy certain operations which have
lower priorities or become redundant so as to ecomomize operating expenses.

4. The government will increase the proportion of capital expenditures to an
appropriate level in order to support a sustainable economic expansion.

5. The government will provide continued support at an appropriate level to mobilize
strategies on the development of provinces and clusters of provinces in accordance with
the country's fiscal condition.

6. The government will promote the devolution of power to local administrative
organizations by emphazing the efficiency in revenue collection and expediting the
transferring of responsibilities to them according to the government's policy.

On the basis of the aforementioned budget policy, the government has set the
budget expenditures for FY 2011 at 2,070,000 million baht as a deficit budget.  It is
equivalent to 19.4 per cent of the gross domestic product, an increase of 370,000
million baht or 21.8 per cent from that of FY 2010 while net revenue is estimated at
1,650,000  million baht, equivalent to 15.5 per cent of the GDP.  Borrowings of 420,000
million baht or 3.9 per cent of the GDP will be made to balance the deficit budget.  This
will be a mechanism in mobilizing the government's policies and major strategies to sustain
an uninterrupted economic expansion in the light of probable risks from the internal and
external factors.  This will reflect actual obligations in implementing the government's
policies and measures in accordance with the maintenance of fiscal discipline and economic
stability.

3. Budget Structure

3.1 Budget Expenditures for the FY 2011
The FY 2011 budget expenditure has a total of 2,070,000 million baht, an increase

of 370,000 million baht or 21.8 per cent from that of FY 2010.  It is equivalent to 19.4
per cent of the GDP.

3.2 Current Expenditures
Current expenditures are set at 1,661,482.3 million baht, an increase of

226,772.2 million baht or 15.8 per cent higher than those of FY 2010.  These expenditures
account for 80.2 per cent of the total budget, in comparison with 84.4 per cent for
FY 2010.

3.3 Expenditures for replenishment of Treasury Account Balance
Expenditures of 30,346.1 million baht, equivalent to 1.5 per cent of the total

budget, are set for the replenishment of the treasury account balance.
3.4 Capital Expenditures

Capital expenditures amount to 345,617 million baht, an increase of
131,248 million baht or 61.2 per cent larger than those of FY 2010.  Their proportion is
16.7 per cent of the total budget compared with 12.6 per cent for FY 2010.

3.5 Principal Repayments
The amount of 32,554.6 million baht is designated for principal repayments,

a decrease of 18,366.3 million baht or 36.1 per cent under those of FY 2010.  These
repayments account for 1.6 per cent of the total budget while the proportion for FY 2010
was 3.0 per cent.

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4. Strategy for the FY 2011 budget allocation

Strategy for the FY 2011 budget allocation is set under the framework and
direction of the government policy according to the 2009-2011 Government Administrative
Plan which is the guideline for operation of government agencies, state enterprises and  other
public offices to perform their duties in order to achieve their goals in accordance with the
government's administrative policy to bring about benefits to the people and the country.

The FY 2011 budget allocation consists of 8 strategies and a list of expenditures
on general administration under 42 programmes.  Important aspects of the strategy can be
summarized as follows:

Strategy  1  :  Creation of the country's confidence
The government has allocated the budget to promote and cultivate the people's

consciousness on loyalty to the monarchy, to create national reconciliation among the
people, to rectify and develop southern bordering provinces, to strengthen economy at the
grass root level in accordance with the sufficiency economy philosophy, along with the
development of a crop insurance system, encouraging farmers to participate in creating a
systematic agricultural development plan and giving support to the 15-year basic education
administration.  The amount of 167,255.9 million baht, equivalent to 8.1 per cent of the total
budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

1.1 Programme on creating value to protect the monarchy
and unity among the people
The amount of 243 million baht will be allocated to organize public

relations campaign to the people in order to create the value on loyalty to the monarchy and
its protection, and instill the consciousness on unity and reconciliation among the people.
People from all walks of life are encouraged to participate in solving conflicts in all
respects that the nation is facing within democracy under the constitutional monarchy by
adopting sustainable peaceful means in the Thai society.

1.2 Programme on rectifying and developing southern bordering provinces
The amount of 19,387.8 million baht will be allocated to solve the unrest

problems in the southern bordering provinces in accordance with the local situations by
integrating operations of all agencies involved to create unity and efficiency.  The special
area  development plan for the 5 southern bordering provinces will be adopted as the
core strategy in mobilizing problem-solving mechanisms and creating peacefulness,
providing safety in lives and properties of the people leading to the improvement in quality
of life in terms of education, public health and livelihood.  Emphasis will be given to the
provision of justice under the rule of law to the people on an equitable basis by encouraging
them to participate in the judicial process, developing basic foundations to accommodate
community development, and economic and social structures that are in harmony with the
people's ways of living, society and culture, while adhering to the suffficiency economy
philosophy.

1.3 Programme on increasing economic potentials at the fundamental
level in accordance with the sufficiency economy philosophy
The amount of 10,019.4 million baht will be allocated to develop and

strengthen economic potentials of the villages and communities at the fundamental level
in accordance with the sufficiency economy philosophy.  It will also be used to develop
and support public and private organizations in efficiently and effectively implementing
the projects under the Royal Development Projects.  In addition, attention will be given to
improve and strengthen the potentials of village and community funds, and at the same time
increase the communities' capability in managing the One-Tambon-One Product (OTOP)
project so as to compete in the market.  Assistance will also be provided to those with low
income in restoring and solving their outside-the-system debt problems.

1.4 Programme on creating risk insurance and agricultural commodity
distribution systems
The amount of 57,697.3 million baht will be allocated to provide farmers

with a system that insure them against production and price fluctuation risks.  Emphasis
will be made on setting up a commodity insurance system, improving efficiency in
distributing agricultural and community products.  Markets for all levels of products will be
provided, while production and market linkages will be encouraged.  Attention will also be
given to the setting up a distribution process for agricultural commodities, and solving of
farmers' debt problems caused by natural disasters.

1.5 Programme on supporting the 15-year basic education administration
The amount of 79,908.4 million baht will be allocated to provide 15-year

basic education from the primary level to upper secondary level of general and vocational
education with quality and up-to-standard free education.

Strategy 2  :  Upholding national security
The government has allocated the budget for upholding national security

and domestic order, protecting and preserving the monarchy by strengthening and
developing the national defence system with emphasis on the readiness and potentials.
Problems on illegel entry and foreign workers will be rectified systematically, while
international co-operation on preventing and solving terrorisms and cross-border crimes
will be encouraged.  An intelligence system will be developed and prepared to encounter
all forms of threats.

The amount of 183,819.3 million baht, equivalent to 8.9 per cent of the
total budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

2.1 Programme on upholding domestic security
The amount of 10,596.1 million baht will be allocated to maintain national

security and domestic order, uphold and protect the monarchy by providing a comprehensive
security system, and organize activities revering the monarchy during all appropriate
occasions.
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2.2 Programme on strengthening the national defence system
The amount of 162,525.5 million baht will be allocated to strengthen and

develop the national defence system from internal and external threats.  Development of
military equipments, and research and development of knowledge and technology
beneficial to the defence industry will be supported.  Every segment of the country will be
united and prepared to be capable, ready with potentials.  Attention will also be devoted to
the development of military co-operation with neighboring countries and countries
around world, as well as giving support to the world peace-keeping role of the United Nations.
In addition, bordering areas will be managed for the people's benefits in accordance with
local situations and predicaments.

2.3 Programme on development of system to rectify illegal entrants
and foreign workforce
The amount of 1,197.4 million baht will be allocated to solve the problems of

illegal entrants and work force in light of the country's security and peacefulness by
upgrading the immigration system, re-organizing border crossing process, preventing and
suppressing illegal entrants and controlling undocumented foreign workers.  Illegal entrants
will be taken into custody and repatriate while foreign work force will be closely monitored
according to the letter of law and registered for granting of work permits.

2.4 Programme on preventing and solving problems
from terrorism and protecting the country's interests
The amount of 9,500.3 million baht will be allocated to develop and

strengthen co-operation networks in the world community in providing safety, preparedness
and management of terrorism, tran-national crimes and all forms of threats with efficiency
and unity.  Attention will be given to people living in the bordering villages and territorial
waters along with the protection of national land-based and sea-based interests.  Urgent
measures will be put forward on eliminating conditions that create misunderstanding with
neighboring countries, in order to strengthen relations and develop co-operation in
economic and security.  This will include the development of intelligence and counter-
intelligence operations by co-operating and sharing intelligence among government
agencies and utilizing intelligence reports from international community in maintaining
national security and interests.

Strategy 3  :  Development of society and quality of life and
reduction of inequality in the society

The government has allocated the budget to support the second decade
of  comprehensive education reform to be efficient in providing a fair and equitable
educational opportunity to people from all walks of life and age groups on a thorough and
life-long basis.  Development of healthy life will be promoted among the people with the
standardized healthcare system for all levels and a quality health insurance system.
Protection and welfare will be provided to labor in order to increase employment

opportunities to people of all groups and ages.  Care will be given to religions while arts,
Thai culture and local wisdom will be conserved and developed to build the society and
Thai people with morality, virtue and respectable values for righteous ways of living with
care and generosity.  People will be provided with social welfare so as to ensure good quality
of life, safety and security, and immunity from narcotics.  Young people and the general
public will be encouraged to spend their free time to exercise and develop skills for sports
leading to excellence and professionalism in atheletics.

The amount of 623,804.7 million baht, equivalent to 30.1 per cent of the
total budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following
programmes.

3.1 Programme on expansion of education opportunity and development
The amount of 317,653.6 million baht will be allocated to provide Thai

people of all groups and ages an access to quality education from the early age to life-long
learning on a thorough and continuous basis by supporting the second decade of the
comprehensive education reform.  Emphasis will be given to the improvement teachersû
potentials of the whole system and production of new-age teachers who are competent,
decent with the mentor spirit.  This will  be done in tandem with the improvement in
curriculum and development of teaching and learning methods that emphasize intensive
practices and training.  Support will be given to the production of graduates to meet diverse
requirements from both economic and  social sectors along with the provision of academic
services to the community and society.  Development of education management will be
emphasized to propel the education system as a genuine mechanism in improving people
in a sustainable way.  Fund for education loans will be allocated to students in schools
and universities who lack financial support.  Systems and mechanisms will be set up to
certify strong and efficient education recognizable by the public.  Support will be given to
the adopting of technology in education and development of information networks for
research which can connect education institutes at the tertiary level of both public and private
sectors and other agencies involved.

3.2 Programme on development and improving the labor standard
The amount of 28,351.9 million baht will be allocated to provide people

from all sectors with occupation alternatives, access to the labor market, to be employment
with appropriate income, standardized skills associated with the production and service
sectors, as required by the demands of both domestic and international labor markets.
Emphasis will be given to the development of skilled labor in order to improve employment
potentials and opportunities of the labor force.  Assistance will be provided to the dismissed
labor, unemployed and new workforce, the elderly, the handicapped and labor outside
the system in order to improve their employment potentials with the opportunity to earn a
living as desired.  Attention will be paid to safety in the work place and promotion of
labor relationship system and welfare.  Protection will be given to workforce both inside
and outside of the system in receiving benefits according to the law.  Thai workers abroad
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will be protected of their rights by adopting legal measures to prevent those seeking
overseas working opportunities from fraudulent practices and abuses.  Employees will be
protected and provided with warning and monitoring systems on the employment situation.
The labor management system efficiency will be improved along with the provision of
financial assistance and alleviation to laborers through savings co-operatives in the work
places and state enterprises.

3.3 Programme on development of public health
The amount of 209,702.4 million baht will be allocated to provide people

with services on health promotion and disease protection, together with full coverage,
fair and integrated medical and health services with quality and up to standards.  This will
be done by improving quality of services under the universal health insurance programme
to provide people with efficiency and improved standards and additional benefits to cover
more treatments.  Health centers will be upgraded to become Tambon (sub-district) health
promotion hospitals. Check points will be set up to increase measures on consumer
protection.  Stateless Thais who are waiting for a Thai-national status will be provided with
health services under their basic rights.  Improvement and development in services of the
reception desks of the hospitals will be made to lessen a congestion.  Health service
database will be reformed to accommodate a single-card health service.  Pro-active public
health service will be put in operations to develop a total health service system.  Support
will be given to every segment to participate in the form of a health council.  Village
health service volunteers will be promoted and supported in monitoring and caring for the
sick in the community along with the surveillance, protection and control of diseases and
health threats.  Attention will be paid to preparedness for health emergency.  Efficiency
improvement will be made on the provision of specialized medical services and treatments
of patients suffering from mental disorder along with the up-to standards emergency
medical services.  Provision of medical and public health services along the Royal
Projects and Major Health Projects will be developed and improved.  Support will be given to
the production of physicians and nurses while competency of medical and health personnel
will be appropriately and sufficiently improved.  This will be done in conjunction with
provision of support to the research and development and transferring of body of
knowledge in medicine and public health. Thai traditional and alternative medicine,
appropriate usage of Thai medicinal herbs is expected to lessen imports of pharmaceutical
products from abroad.  Efforts will be applied to propel Thailand as a hub for health and
treatment at an international level by adopting a management strategy with co-operation
from every segment involved while joint-utilization of medical resources by public and
private sectors will be encouraged.  In addition, support will be given to the production of
quality vaccines at an industrial level and the World Health Organizations' standard along
with the operations of the Thai Red Cross Society in providing services to the people to
improve their quality of life.

3.4 Programme on promotion and development
of religion, arts and culture
The amount of 7,874.4 million baht will be allocated to make people

recognize morality, virtue and respectable values by adhering to religious principles as guide
lines in life and coexist with consideration and take pride in restoring and preserving arts,
wisdom and national culture for as long as they live.  Religious, arts and cultural aspects
will be organized to mobilize the society.  Attention will be made to instill a consciousness in
unity and consideration emphasizing participation in the affairs of the community and
locality.  Cultural immunity and admirable values will be bestowed on people.  Support
will be given to the production of constructive and quality media and eliminating media that
are threats to children and juvenile.  Cultural and religious studies will be supported.  Young
people will be encouraged to be ordained and study morality during a summer vacation.
Support will also be given to the islamic and morality studies at the mosques.  Buddhist
monasteries will be restored and assistance will be given to studies of Buddhism and
administrators of monasteries.  Cultural councils network at the Tambon (sub-district)
level will be assisted to conserve and upkeep arts and cultural heritage and Thai wisdom.
Ancient structures will be preserved and developed as world heritage.  Body of knowledge
on culture and contemporary arts will be fostered among youth and emerging young artists.
Provision of service on knowledge and researches on culture and anthropology will be
given support along with the conservation and dissemination of knowledge on movies,
audio-visual media and related matters.

3.5 Programme on social welfare and human security
The amount of 47,250.5 million baht will be allocated to enable people to

have a life with quality ensuring living security and potentials to rectify poverty problems
on an integrated basis.  Activities will be promoted to discontinue discrimination and
violation of rights including provision of protection and social welfare to children, women,
the handicapped, the underpriviledged and the elderly for their self reliance.  Consumers
will be given a fair protection of their rights.  Emphasis will be given to development of
career and improvement of potentials making them self reliant, strengthening human
security and society with immunity and suitable family environment.  Attention will be
made to encourage a partipatory process in the community connecting an integrated solution
in rectifying the poverty problems.  Networks of participants and families will be given
roles to prevent and solve social problems including social protection, protection of rights
of children, women, the handicapped and the underpriviledged along with the assistance in
making livelihood of the low income people.  Dwellings in cities and rural areas with
suitable environment conducive to improvement in quality of life will be developed for
people with low income.  Priorities will be given to the strengthening of potentials and
developing an appropriate welfare in all aspects for the elderly, providing access to the social
security and preparedness for a dignified entry to the elderly society.  All segments will
also be urged to realize the value and dignity of the senior citizen.
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3.6 Programme on preventing and rectifying narcotic problems
The amount of 4,901.3 million baht will be allocated to strengthen society

and community to be safe with immunity from narcotic threats.  Emphasis will be made on
preventing, surveillance and rectifying problems from narcotics.  Drug addicts will be given
treatment and rehabilitation in order to return to the society and live a normal life.
Traffickers, producers and importers of narcotics will be systematically suppressed by
legal measures and judicial process, solving the narcotic problems on an integrated basis
will be accelerated, while priorities will be given on measures preventing risk groups from
becoming drug victims.  Communities will be encouraged to participate by setting up strong
villages and communities to defeat narcotics and amending laws to be in accordance with
the situation and strict law enforcement.  This will also include co-operation with
neighboring countries and international communities in solving the narcotic problems.

3.7 Programme on promotion and development of sports and recreation
The amount of 8,070.6 million baht will be allocated to promote health and

improve physical fitness by encouraging children, youths, the handicapped and people to
exercise, participate in recreational and sporting activities and develop skills toward
excellence and professionalism at the regional and international levels.  Support will be
given to administration of sports education, research and development to create a body of
knowledge in sports and recreation, sports science and health science.  Academic
information on sports will be provided to the public along with the provision of support for
development of infrastructure, management and improvement of potentials among
personnel in physical education, sports, sports science, health science and recreation in
order to increase their efficiency.

Strategy 4  :  Management of economic growth with stability
and sustainability

The government has allocated the budget for management of the macro-
economy to create sustainability, maintenance of monetary and fiscal discipline by fulfilling
the responbilities including increasing values of the argicultural sector.  The government
will promote and support the economic restructuring of the agricultural sector on an
integrated basis to strengthen farmers and communities.  The manufacturing sector will be
restructured by increasing values through innovation and creative products with social
responsibility.  Confidence will be strengthened in the tourism and service sectors
domestically and internationally up to standards in order to increase their economic values.
Marketing, trading and investing structure will be improved to become more pro-active for
free and fair competition.  Infrastructure and logistic management for merchandises and
services will be developed to raise the quality and improve the country's competitiveness to
reach the international quality standards.  Efficiency in energy utilization will be developed
with stability for both renewable and alternative energy in order to maintain the country's
security and sustainability.  Apart from these, the information technology infrastructure

and communication networks will be further developed to their potentials to improve
the country's competitiventess and adopted information technology and communications
in the public sector's management and service provision with efficiency and thoroughness.

The amount of 219,232.8 million, equivalent to 10.6 per cent of the total
budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

4.1 Programme on monetary and fiscal managment
The amount of 20,236.3 million baht will be allocated to underpin economic

sustainability and fiscal stability by stipulating monetary and fiscal polices based on
economic balance, improving budgeting efficiency, strengthening financial institutions
and resuscitating the economy recovering from the world's financial turbulences.  Public debts
will be efficiently managed within the framework of monetary and fiscal disciplines,
encouraging savings and investments, explicitly stipulating the framework on government
investments, improving the management of state properties to optimize benefits and
restoring state enterprises to increase their values.  Taxation and revenue collecting will be
improved in order to expand revenue base aiming at fairness and transparency.  Financial
and technical assistance will be provided to the neighboring countries under the economic
development co-operation framework.

4.2 Programme on adjustment of the agricultural sector
The amount of 82,395.3 million baht will be allocated to increase economic

value of the agricultural sector by supporting management and pro-active operations in
improving values and maintaining price stability.  Emphasis will be given to devising
strategy on the long-term development of agricultural commodities.  Zones will be
demarcated for production of agricultural produces for exports production, and processing
efficiency of agricultural products will be improved.  Farm processing plants under the
Good Agricultural Practice (GAP) will be inspected and certified, along with the setting up
of standards on factors of production of agricultural products for exports and imports.
Emphasis will be made on production and development of plant-breeding seeds, plant
heredity research, mushroom micro-organism and conservation of insects for further uses.
Select rice breeding seeds will be produced, while animal feed will be developed to meet
standards of the market.  Agriculture according to the Royal Projects will be promoted along
with organic agricultural production and reduction of chemicals used for soil-quality
improvement.  Irrigation system will be developed, improved and expanded, while campaigns
will be organized on efficient use of water and expansion of irrigated land.  Poor farmers
will be provided with land for making their own livelihood.  Occupations reallignment
and solving of farmer's debt problems will be expedited on a continued manner.  Improvement
will be made on competency and strength of farmers, communities and agricultural
institutions in marketing opportunity and participation in agricultural development that
meets requirements by establishing the National Farmers Council.
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4.3 Programme on adjustment of the manufacturing sector
The amount of 6,524.3 million baht will be allocated to improve efficiency

and productivity of the manufacturing sector by increasing values through innovation
and creative-industry products.  Emphasis will be given to developing competitiveness to
increase potentials in becoming bases for production and investment in the country and
abroad.  Industrial zones will be promoted while operators of medium and small enterprises
will be provided opportunities to have access to sources of capital.  Business enterprises
will be strengthened and encouraged to take social responsibilities in accordance with
industrial standards by supervising enterprises to compete with merit, fairness and standards.
Attention will be given to promotion, support, development and transferring of knowledge
and technology to operators of various industrial sectors.  Values of investment in the
manufacturing sector will be increased through small and medium-sized enterprises.
Potentials and effciency in doing business of the SMEs and community enterprises will be
improved by having systematic quality management.  Business enterprise personnel will be
provided with knowledge in information technology and relevant standards.  Domestic and
international standards will be stipulated for industrial and community products by
certifying product standards.  Relevant industrial economic information will be provided for
commercial use while manufacturing enterpreneurs will be under supervision and urged
to be aware of the environment and society responsibility.

4.4 Programme on adjustment of the tourism and service sector
The amount of 9,521.4 million baht will be allocated to strengthen

confidence in domestic and international tourism by organizing public relations activities
to enhance Thailand's image and marketing events along with the development of Thailand
as a principal destination for international conventions, trade and exhibitions.  Emphasis
will be made on provision of convenience and efficient protection for tourists.  Tourism
business and services will be improved to meet standards and developed toward competitive
potentials, along with the creation of favorable images among tourists so as to increase the
economic value on a sustainable basis.  Entrepreneurs for creative economy will be given
support to extend their operations to become small or medium-sized enterprises.  Additionally,
a central database on tourism will be developed while businesses of tourist guides, operators
and production of foreign films in Thailand will also be promoted.

4.5 Programme on adjustment of marketing, trade and
investment potentials
The amount of 6,491 million baht will be allocated to develop market

structure and mechanisms, promote utilization of the free trade agreement, improve
potentials of Thai exports to maintain existing markets and expand new markets covering
major regions on a continued basis including Thai international business operators.
Attention will be given to improving trade components to be conducive to international
competitiveness and promoting development of the country's economic potentials to attain
security and sustainability by utilizing the creative economy concept in connection with

cultural foundations.  Knowledge on society and cutting-edge innovation will be
accumulated for creation of products and services in order to increase economic values.
Emphasis will also be made on promoting creative activities and developing an intellectual
property protection system to enhance confidence of business operators who use innovation
and wisdom for commercial benefits along with the adoptation of correct values for
intellectual property in the Thai society and development of a system on the valuation of
intellectual properties.

4.6 Programme on development of infrastructure and
management of transport of goods and services
The amount of 88,973.1 million baht will be allocated to raise quality of life

and the country's level of competitiveness by developing communication networks that
systematically connect land, water air and rail transport.  Infrastructure will be developed
by improving efficiency in management of multi-mode transport of goods and services
for convenience, safety, economy and quality in accordance with international standards.
This will be implemented by supervising, monitoring and developing land, water and air
transport for user safety and convenience and efficiency improvement in the system of
goods transportation.  Logistic systems will be given support in order to reduce costs.
Dangerous spots along highways and rural roads will be corrected.  Expansion of primary
routes to 4-lane traffic will be expedited.  Traffic problems in Bangkok, vicinities and
principal provincial towns will be rectified.  Main highways and bridges nationwide
will be constructued and restored.  Land and rail public mass transit will be improved in
efficiency and expanded to cover more areas.

4.7 Programme on development and improving efficiency
in energy consumption
The amount of 2,010.4 million baht will be allocated to provide sufficient

supply of energy and develop related systems of energy infrastructure.  The objectives are
to lessen dependency on imported energy, supervise and operate stable energy business.
Attention will be paid to improving efficiency in energy consumption, energy conservation,
providing incentives and benefits for investment in energy conservation projects, promoting
devising of energy plans at the community level along with the development of renewable
alternative energy in a sustainable manner.

4.8 Programme on development of information and
communication technology
The amount of 3,081 million baht will be allocated to support the

development of information technology and communication networks, software and digital-
content industry, while personnel potentials will be developed so as to achieve
competitiveness.  Information and communication technology will be adopted in the
management and services of the public sector on an efficient and thorough basis.  Information
and communication technology will be used to help improve income and quality of life.
Community learning centers for information technology will be set up.  Attention will be
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made to personnel development, marketing promotion, investment in software, encouraging
SMEs to utilize information technology, connecting communication networks of the public
sector while people in every segment will be given skill training on information and
communication technology.  Surveillance and tracking systems will be developed to
efficiently terminate utilization of networks threatening to the national security.

Strategy 5  :  Management of natural resources and environment
to cope with the world's climate change

The government has allocated the budget for management of natural
resources and bio-diversity to create balanced and fair utilization in terms of economic,
social and environmental dimensions on a sustainable basis through participation of every
segment.  Land utilization will be clearly demarcated, and reforestation will be promoted.
Warning systems for natural and public disasters will be set up.  Environmental quality
will be maintained at standards.  Development of clean energy will be promoted to lessen
emission of greenhouse gases affecting the world's climate change.

The amount of 36,987.7 million baht, equivalent to 1.8 per cent of the total
budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

5.1 Programme on conservation and management of natural resources
The amount of 16,127 million baht will be allocated for protection,

conservation, restoration and development of land resources, forest, wild animals, marine
creatures, marine and coastal resources, and mineral resources in order to create a balance
in fair utilization and maintenance of sustainable bio-diversity participated by every party
involved.  Strategy on development of natural resources will be mobilized along with the
development of communities' potentials in managing bio-resources and wisdom.  Forests
will be protected and conserved to maintain their fertility and appropriate utilization.
Decayed forests will be rehabilitated to return to fertility and reforestation for economic
uses will also be promoted.  Conserved forests will be clearly demarcated to resolve
conflicts with residents on encroachment of state properties, and citizen's rights on making
livelihood in the forest areas will be examined and certified.  Emphasis will be also be
made on control and prevention of bird-flu outbreaks.  Near-extincted wild animals will be
conserved and expanded their breeding.  Services on mineral  resources and geology will be
provided.  Community and town planning will be organized to conserve historical sites.

5.2 Programme on management of water resources
The amount of 7,907 million baht will be allocated to develop a mechanism

to efficiently manage water resources for public benefits according to the living needs and
economic production.  Integrated knowledge on water will be developed and transferred
to people, agencies and local administrative organizations through people networks,
water-basin organizations and local administrative organization.  Natural water sources
will be developed, improved and restored while clean water from artesian wells will be
provided for schools and villages suffering from droughts.  Attention will also be paid
to organize surveillances and warnings for water threats in the disaster-prone areas.

5.3 Programme on provision of protection, warning, rectifying and
assistance from damages inflicted by natural and public disasters
The amount of 8,227.7 million baht will be allocated for setting up a protection

and warning system to alleviate and assist people from damages inflicted by natural and public
disasters along with bordering and coastal areas by adopting a geography information system
(GIS) to designate areas under threats.  Efficient warning and forecasting system will be set up.
Networks for surveillance and reporting natural threats will be formed to issue accurate and
timely warnings on those threats along with the flood preventing system for communities.

5.4 Programme on management of environmental quality
The amount of 4,626.1 million baht will be allocated to manage the

environment and pollution on an appropriate basis favorable to good living conditions
of the people at the standards stipulated by the government.  This will be implemented by
providing control, regulations, supervision and maintenance of environmental quality in
regard of air and water pollution, odor, noise and all forms of wastes.  People and communities
will be encouraged to participate, develop competency and transfer knowledge to
government agencies and local administrative organizations in managing the environment
in their localites.

5.5 Programme on rectifying problems from climate change
The amount of 99.9 million baht will be allocated to devise plan and

stipulate problem-solving measures by organizing participation of every segment.  This will
lessen adverse impacts from the world's climate change through promotion of clean energy
use in order to reduce emission of greenhouse gases.

Strategy 6  :  Management of  science, technology, research and innovation
The government has allocated the budget to promote originating of creative

ideas and transferring of body of knowledge in science, technology and innovation to
youth and disseminating information to the people on a thorough basis.  This also includes
provision of support for both public and private sectors in producing and developing
personnel competency at the university graduate level so as to meet the demand of
manufacturing and service sectors.  Attention will be made on management of researches,
personnel and the country's research database system on an integrated basis.  This is to
disseminate and extend operating results in the manufacturing and service sectors for
development through national and regional co-operation.

The amount of 18,440.9 million baht, equivalent to 0.9 per cent of the total
budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

6.1 Programme on development of science, technology and innovation
The amount of 4,264.6 million baht will be allocated to promote learning,

creative ideas and transferring body of knowledge in science, technology and innovation to
youth and disseminating information on a thorough basis.  Support will be given to public
and private sectors in producing and developing personnel competency, especially at the
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university graduate level, in order to meet the demand of manufacturing and service sectors,
and adopt the research findings for commercial uses leading to economic benefits and
improvement in quality of life of people in an efficient way.

6.2 Programme on research projects for the country's development
The amount of 14,176.3 million baht will be allocated to promote creation

of body of knowledge, transfer of technology and management of researches, personnel
and the country's research database system on an integrated basis, and to disseminate and
extend them for implementation in the manufacturing and service sectors through national
and regional co-operation.  In addition, research findings will be publicized and extended
for commercial and social uses.

Strategy 7  :  Management of foreign policy and international economic affairs
The government has allocated the budget for development of cordial

international relations and widening bilateral and multilateral co-operation in every
dimension with trading and strategic partners, establishing free trade areas and promoting
co-operation in strengthening the ASEAN.  Emphasis will be made in supporting Thailand
in performing major roles in the international organizations and gaining acceptance in the
world's community.  Pro-active diplomacy and international law will be  adopted to protect,
preserve and promote Thailand's rights and interests.

The amount of 7,981.7 million baht, equivalent to 0.4 per cent of the total
budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

7.1 Programme on management of foreign policy
The amount of 7,100.7 million baht will be allocated to promote

development of cordial international relations in the bilateral and multilateral framework
with neighboring countries and countries which play major roles in the world affairs, to
rectify security problems or disputes and to have a close connection with muslim countries
to solve the southern border problems.  Attention will be given to promotion of co-operation
to strengthen the ASEAN under the ASEAN co-operating framework and establishment
of the ASEAN association in the region.  Emphasis will also be made to support Thailand
in performing constructive roles in the international arena for the recognition of the Thai
interests and status in the world community.

7.2 Programme on provision of consular services
and protection of interests
The amount of 881 million baht will be allocated to support provision of

consular services, diplomatic protocols, advices on international legal matters, protection
and supervision of Thai citizens' domestically and abroad on a comprehensive and fair basis.
This is to allow Thailand to maintain the status of diplomatic independence, and conduct
foreign policies and internal affairs without external interferences.

Strategy  8  :  Management with efficiency and good governance
The government has allocated the budget for development of management

potentials of the public sector with up-to-standard quality, good governance among
government agencies, provinces and clusters of provinces, local administrative organizations
to be able to provide appropriate public services and the development of laws and judicial
process in accordance with the international practices.  This includes a proper and equitble law
enforcement.  Support will be given to the administration of the parliament, courts and
independent bodies under the Constitution on a continuous basis with emphasis on efficiency
and  independence.

The amount of 303,042.7 million baht, equivalent to 14.6 per cent of the total
budget, is allocated for this strategy and can be classified by the following programmes.

8.1 Programme on promotion of decentralization
The amount of 130,039.1 million baht will be allocated to promote

decentralization and support local administrative organizations to become more efficient
in increasing their revenue collection, be self reliant and have larger roles in providing
public services with quality in their localities so as to satisfy people's needs in regard of
necessities and appropriateness within their local potentials.  Emphasis will be given to the
expediting of transferring of responsibilities and budget spending for maximum benefits
and being worthwhile in achieving a succesful outcome in the systematic development of
the localities and provision of basic assistance in people's livelihood leading to improved
quality of life.

8.2 Programme on management of provinces and clusters of provinces
The amount of 18,028 million baht will be allocated to support the

management of provinces and clusters of provinces in developing the economy, society,
natural resources and environment and security on an integrated basis with an emphasis on
the development plans of provinces and clusters of provinces in accordance with
potentials, opportunities and people's needs through the parcipatory process of every
segment in the localities including the public sector, civic society and private sector.  This will
enable the provinces and clusters of provinces to efficiently manage, rectify problems
and develop their localties in the provinces and clusters of provinces appropriately.

8.3 Programme on management of the public sector
The amount of 43,582.5 million baht will be allocated to support

improvement in the competency of the public sector's manangement in facilitating and
providing services to the people equally, thoroughly and with quality, good governance and
transparency.  Concurrently, the modernization of the management system of personnel in the
public sector should be improved in order to perform the public duties with professionalism
accepted by the people. Quality of lives of public servants and government officials will
also be continuously improved in accordance with the economic conditions.  Attention will
also be paid to the improvement in operational efficiency including the improvement of
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public media in providing information, news and important government's policies to the
public enabling them to be informed with correct understanding.

8.4 Programme on development of laws and judicial processes
The amount of 75,683.6 million baht will be allocated to develop and

improve the judicial process in accordance with the international standard.  This will be
achieved by improving laws, promoting lawful practices and enforcement with correctness
and thoroughness. It also includes the promotion of an alternative judicial process,
reconcilable-justice and termination of disputes.  Efficiency will be improved in the operation
and management systems in order to bring about an effective law enforcement, legal
executions, right and freedom protection, safety in life and properties and justice provision.
Attention will be made on prevention and suppression special crimes and corruption in
the public sector, suppression of influential people, crime reduction and improvement in
investigations and forensic science.  This will enable people in every level of the society to
receive a convenient, timely service and lawful protection, and gain access to an equitable,
transparent and fair judicial process.

8.5 Programme on supporting operations of the parliament,
courts and independent bodies under the Constitution
The amount of 35,709.5 million baht will be allocated to support the

parliament, courts and independent bodies under the constitution to operate with efficiency,
promote people's political participation, improve judicial process, provide an equitable and
impartial justice to the people, and protect people's rights and freedom.  Measures in
preventing and suppressing corrupt practices will be given support with effectiveness.
Public sector and people will be encouraged to participate in examining, following and
evaluating the public sector's spendings for efficiency, effectiveness, being worthwhile and
transparency.  Attention will be given to support reviews and investigations of people's
complaints in conjunction with the effectiveness of agencies involved in law enforcement
with impartiality under the same standard.

Strategy  9  :  Expenditures on general administration
The government has allocated the budget for contingencies, emergencies

or necessities, efficient management of personnel in the public sector and public debt
management.

The amount of 509,434.3 million baht, equivalent to 24.6 per cent of the
total budget, is allocated for these expenditures and can be classified by the following
programmes.

9.1 Programme on attending to emergencies or necessities
The amount of 50,350 million baht will be allocated as reserves for

expenditures to rectify problems in time of emergencies.  They will be provided to government
agencies, state enterprises and other government offices which cannot spend from their
annual budgets to provide assistance during the unexpected situations, particularly, severe

natural disaters damaging basic structures, agricultural areas, lives and properties of people.
They will be used to alleviate people's immediate suffering and for compensation to
contractors on their construction projects.

9.2 Programme on management of the public sector's personnel
The amount of 212,213 million baht will be allocated for medical

treatments of civil servants, employees and public personnel; pensions, gratuities, financial
assistances to civil servants, employees and public personnel, allowances for promotions
and salary adjustments, allowances for education adjustments, reserves, contribution and
compensation allowances for civil servants and contributions to permanent employees,
allowances for salary, wages and monthly compensation for the public sector's personnel
based on their associated rights specified by related laws.  This will be implemented on the
basis of priorities and development of the public sector's personnel management in order to
develop competence  in improving efficiency of civil servants in performing their duties
with virtue and morality in serving the people.

9.3 Programme on management of public debts
The amount of 216,525.2 million baht will be allocated to support the

management of public debts to create fiscal and monetary stability, maintenance of fiscal
discipline, repayment of the government's debts and monitor debt repayments of state
enterprises and other state agencies according to the conditions of loan agreements.
Attention will be made on development of the domestic financial market for debt instruments
to promote efficiency in investments and provide alternatives for appropriate investment
with effciency and maximum benefits.

9.4 Programme on expenditures to replenish treasury account
The amount of 30,346.1 million baht will be allocated to reimburse

expenditures which have already been made from the treasury account.  This is to support
economic stability and fiscal security in accordance with the Constitution of the Kingdom
of Thailand B.E. 2550 (A.D. 2007).

Estimated Receipts

Receipts for the fiscal year 2011 are estimated at 2,070,000 million baht, an increase
of 370,000 million baht or 21.8 per cent when compared with the FY 2010's estimates
of 1,700,000 million baht.

The estimated receipts of 2,070,000 million baht can be classified by the following
types of collection:

1. Revenue

For FY 2011, various types of revenues are estimated at 1,958,500 million baht.
Deductions consist of the Revenue Department's tax rebates of 212,800 million baht,
allocation of Value Added Tax to the Provincial Administrative Organization of 11,900
million baht, export compensation of 13,300 million baht, and allocation of 70,500
million baht to the Local Administrative Organizations as specified by the Determining
Plans and Process of Decentralization to Local Administrative Organization Act B.E. 2542
(A.D. 1999).  Net revenue amounts to 1,650,000 million baht.

Collection of revenues can be classified as follows:

(1) Taxes (Net)
Net taxes amount to 1,510,387.7 million baht, equivalent to 73.0 percent of the

estimated receipts.  They consist of direct and indirect taxes.
(1.1) Direct taxes of 737,200.0 million baht include

A. Personal income tax 217,000.0 million baht
B. Corporate income tax 430,200.0 million baht
C. Petroleum income tax 90,000.0 million baht

1. The Functional and Economic Classification of Expenditures *

1.1 Functional Classification
Budget expenditures classified by functions are expenditures based on the

government purposes in providing public services. These functions are based on the
International Monetary Fund * which classifies government activities into 10 major groups.

1. General Public Services
2. Defense
3. Public Order and Safety
4. Economic Affairs
5. Environmental Protection
6. Housing and Community Amenities
7. Health
8. Recreation, Culture, and Religion
9. Education

10. Social Protection

A total budget of 2,070,000 million baht for the fiscal year 2011 is categorized
into the following functional classification:

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1. General Public Services
General public services receive 519,073.3 million baht, representing 25.1

per cent of the total expenditures.  They will be spent on administrative and legislative
activities, monetary and fiscal management, central personnel administration, statistical
services, foreign affairs, economic assistance to various countries, research and development
on general governmental services.  In addition, they also include loan repayment and
transfers to Local Administration.

2. Defense
The expenditures allocated to defense are 168,318.8 million baht, equivalent

to 8.1 per cent of the total expenditures.  They will be utilized for territorial defense by the
Ministry of Defense and the civilian sector which includes territorial defense volunteers
and local administration officers.

3. Public Order and Safety
Expenditures of public order and safety are 122,565.9 million baht, accounting

for 5.9 per cent of the total expenditures.  They will be spent on judiciary services, police
forces, fire brigades, and penitentiary institutions along with research and development
on internal peace keeping.

4. Economic Affairs
Expenditures for economic affairs are 424,684.9 million baht or 20.5 per cent

of the total expenditures.  They will be used for land management, provision of land to
farmers, price support for agricultural products, pest control, forestry, fishery, exploration,
supply, development and control of fuel resources, electricity generation from various
sources of energy, operations of mineral resources, industrial promotion and control under the
Ministry of Industry, industrial research and development programmes of the Thailand
Institute of Scientific and Technological Research, operating expenditures of the Department
of Public Works and Town and Country Planning, Ministry of Commerce's international
trade activities, supervision of hotel and restaurant businesses, promotion of tourism,
labour and other multipurpose projects.  They also include administration and construction
of land, water and and transport system, communications (excluding television and radio
broadcasting system which are classified as functions under the Recreation, Culture, and
Religion) and research and development on economic affairs.

5. Environmental Protection
The amount of 2,760.9 million baht, equivalent to 0.1 per cent of the total

expenditures will be utilized on collecting, transforming and eradicating wastes, management
of sewage, sewerage treatment system, management and construction of drainage system,
protecting air and atmospheric condition, protecting land and surface water, lessening noise
pollution, preventing atomic radiation, construction of noise barriers, establishing measures
to reduce water pollution, preserve ecological system and scenery along with research and
development on the environment.

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6. Housing and Community Amenities
Allocation for housing and community amenities is 46,485.7 million baht,

equivalent to 2.3 per cent of the total expenditures.  They will be spent on the provision of
housing development, housing standards, urban planning, and community development,
along with supply of water for consumption, research and development on housing and
community amenities.

7. Health
Health expenditures account for 10.1 per cent of the total expenditures,

equivalent to 208,093.4 million baht.  They will be applied to provision of public health
services performed by the Minnistry of Public Health and other government agencies.
These services include planning and administration of hospital and health centre operations
as well as the provision of health care information, research and development on public health.

8. Recreation, Culture, and Religion
Expenditures for Recreation, Culture, and Religion are set at 0.8 per cent

of the total expenditures.  They amount to 16,373.1 million baht and will be spent on  sports
events organized by the Sports Authority of Thailand as specified by the policy other than
the administration of education.  In addition, they will be allocated for expenditures on
cultural and religious activities of the Fine Arts Department and the Religious Affairs
Department respectively, along with the expenditures for radio and television broadcasting
of the Public Relations Department, administration of publishing affairs, construction of
public parks and recreational areas, public libraries, botanical gardens, and aquariums.

9. Education
The amount of 422,239.9 million baht is allotted to education.  It accounts

for 20.4 per cent of the total expenditures.  They will be for education administration from
pre-primary level to university, non-formal education, scholarships for students and
research on education.  They also include subsidies to the Bangkok Metropolitan Administra-
tion and local administration offices' education expenses.

10. Social Protection
Expenditures for social protection and services amount to 139,404.1 million

baht or 6.7 per cent of the total expenditures.  They will be used on social security for those
losing income resulted from illness and on compensation to the general public and retiring
government employees.  They will also be utilized on social welfare by providing shelter
to various groups of people, as well as other social assistance such as compensation for
loss of property due to disasters, research and development on social wellfare.

3. Budget Allocation for the Local Administrative Organization

The Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2550, section 14: Local
Administration, Article 283 (3) requires the promulgation of law on determining plans
and processes on devolution of power in order to specify authority, responsibility and
distribution of revenue between the central government and provincial government; the
provincial government and Local Administrative Organizations and among the Local
Administrative Organizations.  This will be in regard to the increase in level of
decentralization in accordance with the capabilities of an individual LAO and the
implication of article 3 (4) of the Determining Plans and Process of Decentralization to
Local Government Organization Act, version 2, B.E. 2549 (A.D. 2006) requiring the
government to allocate revenue to the Local Administrative Organization as a proportion
to its net revenue of not less than 25 per cent from the FY 2007 on and to allocate subsidies
to the Local Administrative Organizations by the amount of not less than those allocated
in the FY 2006 (the amount of subsidies for FY 2006 was 126,013 million baht).

In order to allow the decentralization of authority to the Local Administrative
Organization to be in accordance with the spirit of the Constitution of the Kingdom of
Thailand  B.E. 2550 and the Determining Plans and Process of Decentralization to the
Local Government Organization Act, version 2, B.E. 2549 (A.D. 2006), for the FY 2011
priority will be given to the development of potentials and expediting the enhancement of
efficiency in revenue collection of the Local Administrative Organizations making them more
self-reliance and improved public services to the people, the cabinet has made a resolution
on April 27, 2010 specifying the proportion of revenue to be allocated to the Local
Administrative Organizations at 26.14 per cent of the government's net revenue, equivalent
to 431,255 million baht.

It comprises revenues collected by the LAO and those collected by the
government and shared with the LAO of 257,355 million baht and subsidies to the LAO
of 173,900 million baht, an increase of 34,004.81 million baht, equivalent to 24.3 per cent,
over the amount of 139,895.19 million baht for the FY 2010.

However, as the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration has been granted by the
Budget Scrutinization Committee for the B.E. 2554 (A.D. 2011) Budget Act an additional
subsidy of 50 million baht, the budget allocation to the LAO now amounts to 173,950
million baht.
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)4. Multi-Year Commitment Budget

Multi-year commitment budget means an expenditure item which requires an obligated
contract and includes an obligated ceiling for the following years.  This obligated amount
will also cover a contingent budget under the procedures indicated by Article 23 of the
Budget Procedure Act B.E. 2502 (A.D. 1959)

The multi-year commitment budget which will commence operation in FY 2011
and the total multi-year commitment budget which is inclusive of the FY 2011 portion
can be summarized as follows:

4.1 New multi-year commitment budget for FY 2011
During FY 2011, new multi-year commitment budget items of the government

agencies and state enterprises which will commence operation amount to 175,082.2
million baht.  The amount of 160,443.2 million baht is an approved budget while the amount
of 6,415.2 million baht is an extrabudgetary fund.  The balance of 8,223.8 million baht is a
contingent budget.  The breakdown by ministry is presented in Table III-20.

4.2 Total multi-year commitment budget
Commitment budget which has already been approved up to the FY 2010

together with new commitment budget for the FY 2011 total 584,483.8 million baht.
The amount of 542,141.2 million baht can be classified as an approved budget, 32,080.9
million baht as extrabudgetary and 10,261.7 million baht as a contingent budget.  The
breakdown by ministry is presented in Table III-21.

The total commitment budget up to the FY 2011 of 108,767.2 million baht
includes the approved commitment budget up to FY 2010 of 79,259.5 million baht while
the remaining 29,507.7 million baht is the new commitment for FY 2011.  The annual
commitments from FY 2011 and the fiscal years thereafter are exhibited in Table III-22.

1. Financial Outlook

1.1 Revenues mean actual revenues collected by the government in each fiscal year
which consist of taxes and duties, sales of goods and services, share of profits from state
enterprises and other revenues.

1.2 Expenditures mean actual expenditures from the budget appropriation in that
fiscal year and those carried-over from the prior years.

1.3 Non-budgetary funds mean any fund other than the budget fund, which have
been deposited by government offices and organizations with the Ministry of Finance e.g.
external loans, revolving fund, etc.

1.4 Borrowing means government borrowing in each fiscal year to finance budget
deficit authorized by Article 21 of the Public Debt Management Act B.E. 2548 (A.D. 2005)
which authorizes the government to borrow 20 per cent of the annual budget expenditures
applicable at the time and a supplementary budget and the additional 80 per cent of the
amount allocated for principal repayment.  The borrowing can be made according to
the regulations and procedures specified in the Public Debt Management Act.

During FY2010, the public external borrowing ceiling was set at US$

3,506.48 million (5th adjustment of the Public Debt Management Programme) consisting
of 3 projects under direct government loans by the amount of US$ 2,036.50 million and
another project of US$ 650.94 million which the government borrowed directly and lent to
other agencies, while the remaining 7 projects of US$ 819.04 million were government
guaranteed.

In setting the public external borrowing ceiling for FY 2010, considerations
were given to the following factors: borrowing and guaranteeing framework stipulated
by the law; foreign financing requirements for investment projects with import content,
pressure on the baht from capital movement, stability of the baht, current account balance,
the country's international reserves and the debt service ratio of not exceeding 9 percent.
Moreover, a domestic borrowing plan has been established in order to replace external
borrowings of state enterprises, which were previousely financed from foreign capital
markets.  The replacing domestic borrowings would come from domestic and export credit
sources with the objectives to reduce foreign exchange risk and costs of borrowings and
to promote the development of domestic debt instruments.
